The Sea Otter Savvy program was established in summer of 
2015 as a result of collaborative efforts by Southern Sea Otter 
Research Alliance members from the Monterey Bay Aquarium, 
California Department of Fish and Wildlife, Friends of the Sea 
Otter, and US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS). A panel of 
these advisors meets regularly to discuss strategies and 
upcoming projects. As we have grown and developed, Sea Otter 
Savvy has become a trusted source of sea otter information 
throughout California and beyond. Our community-based 

research and outreach program was recognized as a tax-exempt public benefit nonprofit organization under

FishLine lets you know where you can purchase fresh, locally-harvested 
seafood anywhere for FREE! FishLine provides info on purchasing directly 
off-the-boat from fishermen and from local seafood markets, farmer’s 
markets, restaurants and cafés. FishLine uses your smartphone’s GPS to 
find the nearest port, boat, market or restaurant with fresh seafood for sale, 
so if you are on vacation or are near several ports, FishLine will help you 
figure out the closest outlet with the fish you want. And before you head to 
the coast, check the weather and tide tables of nearby ports.
